you appoint them to rule over your creation; you have placed everything under
their authority,

By the Lord’s decree the heavens were made; by a mere word from his mouth
all the stars in the sky were created.

You created the mountains by your power, and demonstrated your strength.

You set up all the boundaries of the earth; you created the cycle of summer and
winter.

All the nations, whom you created, will come and worship you, O Lord. They
will honor your name.

You created the north and the south. Tabor and Hermon rejoice in your name.

Come! Let’s bow down and worship! Let’s kneel before the Lord, our creator!

When you send your life-giving breath, they are created, and you replenish the
surface of the ground.
